Professor Alex Grant is CEO of Myriota, a company he co-founded in 2015 to deliver internet of
things connectivity to remote areas via satellite. Previously, Dr Grant was a Professor, and
Director of the Institute for Telecommunications Research at the University of South Australia. In
2004, Dr Grant co-founded Cohda Wireless, the world?s leading developer of Safe Vehicle and
Connected Vehicle design solutions and services for automotive machine-to-machine
communications.

Dr Grant is the recipient of the 2013 Pearcey Entrepreneur Award from the Pearcey Foundation,
the 2008 IREE Neville Thiele Award from Engineers Australia, and the 2004 Young Tall Poppy
Science Award from the Australian Institute of Policy and Science. Myriota?s core technology
was awarded Technology of the Year by the Wireless Innovation Forum in 2014.
